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Isaiah 35:4-6

4  Say to those whose hearts are frightened: Be strong, fear not! Here is your God, he comes with vindication; With divine recompense he comes to save you. 

5  Then will the eyes of the blind be opened, the ears of the deaf be cleared; 

6  Then will the lame leap like a stag, then the tongue of the dumb will sing. Streams will burst forth in the desert, and rivers in the steppe. 

Isaiah 61:1-2

1  The spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, because the LORD has anointed me; He has sent me to bring glad tidings to the lowly, to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the captives and release to the prisoners, 

2  To announce a year of favor from the LORD and a day of vindication by our God, to comfort all who mourn;

John 3:27-30

27  John answered and said, "No one can receive anything except what has been given him from heaven. 

28  You yourselves can testify that I said (that) I am not the Messiah, but that I was sent before him. 

29  The one who has the bride is the bridegroom; the best man, 14 who stands and listens for him, rejoices greatly at the bridegroom's voice. So this joy of mine has been made complete. 

30  He must increase; I must decrease." 

Sirach 51:23-26

23  Come aside to me, you untutored, and take up lodging in the house of instruction; 

24  How long will you be deprived of wisdom's food, how long will you endure such bitter thirst? 

25  I open my mouth and speak of her: gain, at no cost, wisdom for yourselves. 

26  Submit your neck to her yoke, that your mind may accept her teaching. For she is close to those who seek her, and the one who is in earnest finds her. 

1 John 5:3 For the love of God is this, that we keep his commandments. And his commandments are not burdensome,
1 Samuel 21:1-6

1  Then David departed on his way, while Jonathan went back into the city. 

2  David went to Ahimelech, the priest of Nob, who came trembling to meet him and asked, "Why are you alone? Is there no one with you?" 

3  David answered the priest: "The king gave me a commission and told me to let no one know anything about the business on which he sent me or the commission he gave me. For that reason I have arranged a meeting place with my men. 

4  Now what have you on hand? Give me five loaves, or whatever you can find." 

5  But the priest replied to David, "I have no ordinary bread on hand, only holy bread; if the men have abstained from women, you may eat some of that." 

6  David answered the priest: "We have indeed been segregated from women as on previous occasions. Whenever I go on a journey, all the young men are consecrated - even for a secular journey. All the more so today, when they are consecrated at arms!" 

2168 The third commandment of the Decalogue recalls the holiness of the sabbath: "The seventh day is a sabbath of solemn rest, holy to the LORD." 

2169 In speaking of the sabbath Scripture recalls creation: "For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested the seventh day; therefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day and hallowed it."

2170 Scripture also reveals in the Lord's day a memorial of Israel's liberation from bondage in Egypt: "You shall remember that you were a servant in the land of Egypt, and the LORD your God brought you out thence with mighty hand and outstretched arm; therefore the LORD your God commanded you to keep the sabbath day." 

2171 God entrusted the sabbath to Israel to keep as a sign of the irrevocable covenant. The sabbath is for the Lord, holy and set apart for the praise of God, his work of creation, and his saving actions on behalf of Israel. 

2172 God's action is the model for human action. If God "rested and was refreshed" on the seventh day, man too ought to "rest" and should let others, especially the poor, "be refreshed."The sabbath brings everyday work to a halt and provides a respite. It is a day of protest against the servitude of work and the worship of money.

1864 "Therefore I tell you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven."There are no limits to the mercy of God, but anyone who deliberately refuses to accept his mercy by repenting, rejects the forgiveness of his sins and the salvation offered by the Holy Spirit. Such hardness of heart can lead to final impenitence and eternal loss.

679 Christ is Lord of eternal life. Full right to pass definitive judgment on the works and hearts of men belongs to him as redeemer of the world. He "acquired" this right by his cross. The Father has given "all judgment to the Son".Yet the Son did not come to judge, but to save and to give the life he has in himself.By rejecting grace in this life, one already judges oneself, receives according to one's works, and can even condemn oneself for all eternity by rejecting the Spirit of love.

994 But there is more. Jesus links faith in the resurrection to his own person: "I am the Resurrection and the life." It is Jesus himself who on the last day will raise up those who have believed in him, who have eaten his body and drunk his blood. Already now in this present life he gives a sign and pledge of this by restoring some of the dead to life, announcing thereby his own Resurrection, though it was to be of another order. He speaks of this unique event as the "sign of Jonah,"the sign of the temple: he announces that he will be put to death but rise thereafter on the third day.

John 1:11-131

1  He came to what was his own, but his own people 7 did not accept him. 

12  But to those who did accept him he gave power to become children of God, to those who believe in his name, 

13  who were born not by natural generation nor by human choice nor by a man's decision but of God. 

1 John 3:10  In this way, the children of God and the children of the devil are made plain; no one who fails to act in righteousness belongs to God, nor anyone who does not love his brother.
